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BRIEF INTRODUCTION TO THE HKSMEGA

Mission and Vision of the Association

Hong Kong Small and Medium Enterprises General Association, Member of China International
Cooperation Association of SMEs, was incorporated in 1995 as a non-profit organization in Hong Kong.
The Association maintains good rapport and co-operation with major SME bodies over the world, such as
China SMEs Association, Tokyo Metropolitan Small Business Centre and World Association for SMEs. The
Association promotes international exchange of technology and co-operation between SMEs; provides
SMEs with information, consultancy, training services and platform for delving into problems of mutual
concern; upgrades technological and managerial know-how for SMEs and assists the Government in
developing SMEs. Business opportunities are created by its efforts in networking between members and
other stakeholders, such as socialites, business partners and government officials. The Association is
committed to Corporate Social Responsibility by promoting social enterprises for the underprivileged and

initiating eco-industrial/commercial parks in China to champion environmentalism.

Major Events in Retrospect

The Association has organized many events to explore business opportunities for SMEs. Study
missions were dispatched to visit Australia, Canada, USA, Japan, the Bahamas and the Solomon Islands.
Since 2002, the Association has participated as an exhibitor in World SME Expo under the aegis of Hong
Kong Trade Development Council. The exhibition serves as a platform for SMEs from different parts of the
world to mingle and share information. In 2003, a grant was awarded by the Government of HKSAR to
upgrade the IT capability for 100 SMEs in Hong Kong. In the same year, an investment seminar was hosted
on behalf of Ningxiang, Hunan at Conrad Hotel. Co-organized by the Association, Hong Kong and Panyu
Leadership Summit Conference was held in Jingxiu Xiangjiang Club, Panyu in 2005. The event, which
attracted 200 attendees, was a big success. Since 2006, the Association has co-sponsored China International
Foodstuffs Trade Fair in Zhongshan, Guangdong. The trade fair has become a gala event for the industry.
Year 2007 marks the Tenth Anniversary of Hong Kong's Return to China and the Association took the
opportunity to hold a celebration along with its inaugural ceremony in Shenzhen. The guests of honour to
officiate at the ceremony included Mr. Zhou Jun Ming, Deputy Director of the Liaison Office of the Central
People's Government in Hong Kong and Mr. Gao Guo Hui, Deputy Secretary-General of People's
Government of Shenzhen. In the same year, the representatives of the Association visited China SMEs
Association and Tokyo Metropolitan Small Business Centre for strengthening co-operative relationship. In
2008, the Association sponsored China International Bamboo Product Trade Expo 2008 in Anji, Zhejiang
and sponsored China Food Fair in Shenzhen. The Association has actively participated in LegCo panel
meetings, forums, articles contribution and media interviews to stand up for the interests of SMEs, such as
statutory minimum wage legislation, fair competition proposal, exhibition monopolization and other issues
related to the wholesome development of SMEs. Year 2010 marks the 15th anniversary of the Association
and the hosting of World Expo in Shanghai. The Association will spare no efforts to meet challenges and

champion the cause for SMEs.
